Contestants must raise $100 to compete. This can include the following: Sponsorships,

-$5 each). For each $100, above the initial $100 raised, contestant receives two points, counted
toward the division and overall winner competitions. All money must be turned in by 12:00 p.m.
on Wednesday, July 28th. Contestant information sheet and signed agreement form are to be
turned in prior to receiving pageant tickets.

All contestants must provide a 5 x 7 photo, suitable for use in newspaper articles or other publicity
for the 2010 Valliant Watermelon Festival. The photo will also be judged for the overall
Photogenic award. The photo may be placed in a clear protective covering, but no frames! You
may enter as many photos as you wish; each additional entry is an extra $10.00 fee. Photos
must NOT be digitally enhanced, NO glamour shots. Each photo will need contestant name,
age and division on the back. All photos and judging sheets will be available for pickup at Valliant
Chamber office on Tuesday, August 3rd. Please submit to the Chamber office by 4:00 pm on
Thursday, July 22",

Contestants will provide a written detail of their outfit and a description of their talent suitable for
reading as an introduction or while contestant is modeling. Please submit to the Chamber office
by 4:00 pm on Thursday, July 22", (See 2010 Watermelon Festival Queen/King Contestant
Information Sheet.) This will give committee time to prepare the program and narrative for the
evening.

Each contestant will have a maximum of 3 minutes to perform a tasteful talent of their choice, with
the exception of the Cutest Watermelon Baby. No talent is required for the youngest division, the
contestant may ‘perform’ in a simple, festival & age appropriate manner, but it is not required!
Contestants should check in with the event chairperson at the auditorium by Thursday, July 31st
at 5:30 pm.

Each person attending (except contestants) must have a ticket, or pay at the door. Children under
3 years of age free with adult.

The judges will select a winner in each of the 4 age divisions. Each of these winners will then
compete in the finals. In the event of a tied score, the crowd will decide.
